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SENTENCES TO STUDY THE USE OF SO THAT AND PURPOSE INFINITIVE. (USO DEL PARA Y …PARA QUE….)
REMEMBER THE RULE GOES:

· FOR AFIRMATIVE SENTENCES AND SAME SUBECT (MISMO SUJETO):

WE USE THE INFINITIVE: “THEY READ MAGAZINES TO LEARN NEW WORDS”.

· NEGATIVE SENTENCES OR DIFFERENT SUBJECT, WE USE “SO THAT”. The tense after “so that” must be done in present simple or with will if it is a future or present action, and  with the modal verb would if it is a past action, for instance:

THEY WENT TO GERMANY SO THAT THEIR SON WOULD MEET HIS UNCLE. 

THEY ARE GOING TO GERMANY SO THAT HIS SON MEETS (OR WILL MEET) HIS UNCLE 

TRANSLATE INTO ENGLISH :

1. Bebe mucha agua para que no te deshidrates.
Drink a lot of water so that you do not dehydrate.
2. Fueron al centro para comprar las entradas para el teatro.

They went to the city centre to buy some tickets for the theatre.
3. Me di prisa para no llegar tarde

I hurried up so that I would not be late.
4. Le dejé mi número de teléfono a Ana para que pudiera localizarme

I gave Ann my telephone number so that she could contact me.
5. John cerró la puerta para que no se molestasen.
John closed the door so that nobody could disturb him

6. Hablamos en voz baja para que no nos oyeran

We spoke softly so that nobody could hear us

7. El presidente tiene guardaespaldas para que le protegan

The president has bodyguards to project him 

8. Habrá una reunión mañana para solucionar los problemas.

There will be a meeting to sort out the problems.
9. Reduje la velocidad para que el otro coche pudiera adelantarme.

I slowed down so that the other car could overtake me

10. Por favor, llegad temprano para que la reunión pueda comenzar puntual.

Please arrive early so that the meeting can start on time

11. Fui al médico a hacerme una revisión.

I went to the doctor to have a check-up

12. Tienes (deberías) que llevar gafas para leer

You should wear your glasses for reading.

You should wear your glasses to read.
13. Tuve que ponerme las gafas para leer el periódico

I had to put on my glasses to read the newspaper.

14. Ví a María en la fiesta pero no tuvimos oportunidad de conversar.

I saw Maria at the party but we did not have the chance to talk to each other.
15. Necesitamos una bolsa para guardar todas estas cosas.

16. We need a glass to keep these things incide.

17. Acaban de aprobar los exámenes y van a hacer una fiesta para celebrarlo.

They have just passed the exams and they are going to have a party to celebrate it.
18. Hoy no tuve tiempo de leer el periódico.

Today I did not have any time to read the newspaper.

19. Dicen que beber leche es bueno para los huesos.

Drinking milk is said to be good for the bones

20. Sal pronto para que no pierdas el autobús.

Leave early so that you will not miss the bus

21. Qué te gustaría para cenar.

What would you like for dinner?

22. Necesito un sacacorchos para abrir esta botella.

 I need a corkscrew to open this bottle.

23. Ella está aprendiendo francés para que este verano pueda ir de vacaciones a Francia.

She is learning French so that she can go to France on holiday this summer.
